Identity -driven Policies  

The identityï and policy-based approach to user storage 

management in FSF for AD means that a network 

administrator needs to only  

¶ Associate policies with containers, groups, or users 

¶ Point the policies at the Windows share 

¶ Let FSF for AD take care of the rest 

Events that take place within your network deployment of 

Microsoft Active Directory are the trigger for automating 

storage-based actions within File System Factory for AD.   

For example, when a new user is created in Active 

Directory, FSF for AD sees the event and looks to a policy 

to take action. The policy can specify the home

Changing Roles, Changing Schools  

FSF for AD can even let you set up policies for actions to 

take when a faculty member changes roles or a student or 

faculty member changes schools in a school district.  

For example, a movement from one Group object or 

container in the Domain to another can generate an action 

to automatically 

¶ Move a userôs home folder and contents to a new 

specified location 

¶ Ensure that the file system rights associated with the 

policy are enforced 

¶ Update the home folder attribute in Active Directory so 

that the user can access the home folder at the new 

location 

¶ Remove the home folder from the original location 

 

Long Term Management of Student Portfolios  

Many schools districts choose to save student-developed 

projects in an electronic ñstudent portfolioò that stays with 

the student throughout the studentôs years in the school 

district.  

With FSF for AD, event-driven policies will automatically 

create the student portfolio when you want it created, move 

the portfolio when the student is promoted in school or 

transfers to a new school, and vault or delete it once the 

student has graduated. 

 

Deleting Users  

In academics, finding sufficient network storage space for 

hundreds of student and faculty accounts is often 

challenging. You therefore do not want valuable primary 

disk space being filled by home folders of students and 

faculty members that are no longer part of the school. 

With FSF for AD, once a user is deleted from Active 

Directory, you have the option to delete the home folder 

immediately or defer the action for a set amount of days, or 

vault it to secondary storage for a set or permanent amount 

of time.

With event-driven policies continually automating the 

creation, on-going management, and deletion of user home 

folders, FSF for AD can save a substantial amount of 

money over time.

The FSF for AD engine can be hosted on a Microsoft 

Windows Server 2003 SP2 or later, or Microsoft Windows 

2008 SP1 or later. The management software can be run 

from a Microsoft Windows XP, Vista, or Windows 7 

workstation, or Windows server running the .NET 

Framework 3.5 or later.
